
Summer Wiki Wiki Show News
Aloha Vendors! The 60th Wiki Wiki Show aka the Summer Show, 

is a few weeks away on July 13. Some reminders to keep in mind:

Food Sources, Bathrooms, etc.
The Hoomau Market will be in the Exhibition Hall during our show 

on Sunday. Unfortunately, their food concession and bathrooms 
will not be available for us vendors to use. 

Aloha Juice Jars will be serving fresh made tropical fruit 
smoothies, teas, & snacks outside the entrance to our show.

As always, you may bring your own lunch or patronize eating 
places nearby such as Jack-in-the-Box, on the corner of 
Ward and Kapiolani Blvd. 

 The Galleria's Pikake Room bathrooms will be open. 
Clothing vendors please remind your customers not to use 
the handicap stall as a dressing room. 

The outside bathroom on the Main Concourse will also be 
open.

No Pre­sales
Please remember that no presales are allowed before 

10am. Also, no saving or reserving items are allowed.
Prior to 10am, no one is supposed to be walking around 

looking at other vendor's things. Vendors in the Hawaii 
Suites, who are not actively loading, should not venture into 
the Galleria until 10am. Same goes for Galleria vendors 
going into the Hawaii Suites. Vendors who are seen 
wandering into other vendors' tables may not be invited back 
to future shows.

Setup 8am, Takedown, & Parking
You can park either in the Galleria's Loading Loop (20 minutes 

only), on Ward Ave., or in the Blaisdell's Parking lot/Building. Please 
do not park in the Box Office's parking lot; your car will be towed. 

Setup Times- 8am-11am. 
Please pick up your badges from the main entrance (#1, see 

map) first. Badges given out at 7:30am. You may pickup badges for 
others in your table by bringing their ID cards.

Vendors can enter the Show from 3 doors. Please use loading 
doors to your room. (see map):

1. Hawaii Suites vendors with yellow badges please use only 
Doors#1 and #2.

2. Galleria vendors with green badges primarily use Galleria Door 
#3 unless you are parked in Blaisdell parking lot, then you may 
pass directly thru door #1 to get to the Galleria.

3. If you unload from the loading loop, please move your car as 
soon as you are done unloading or your car will be towed away. 
They are very serious about unattended vehicles in the loading loop 
for extended periods of time. Please DO NOT PARK on the tiled 
surfaces fronting the Galleria entrance of the Exhibition Hall. 

Parking Rates
Street parking is FREE on Sunday. Blaisdell's regular parking costs 

$8, Exhibitor's Pass(in and out privileges) costs $10.

Loading Badges and Badge Changes
If you need assistance with heavy items or have a physical 

disability, you can request a LOADING badge for a friend to help you 
in ADVANCE of the show.  Loading badges are for active loading 
only. Once done loading, your helper must leave.

All requests for badge changes done at the show will cost 
$20.00 each if approved; approval is not guaranteed. This applies 
to ANY & ALL badges. If you do not want to incur this cost, please 
call/text/email your badge changes BEFORE Sunday.

Early Entry
Serious collectors and dealers pay extra to come in at 10am. 

Vendors may start to buy and sell then if they choose to. If not, they 
may continue to set up until the show formally opens at 11am.

Only Vintage Please, and No Ivory!
Please make sure to bring only vintage items (20 years & 

older) to the show. Do not sell ivory at this show. 

General Excise Tax License
Just a reminder to all vendors to bring your State General 
Excise Tax License and receipt books to the show. I'm 

sure all of you know this and abide by the state's tax 
laws.

Carts
We only have 6 large carts for vendors to use (at 

entry #1). There's a 20 minute time limit on their 
use. Bring your own carts if you don't want to 
wait. Leave IDs to get cart.

Unescorted use of all wagons and carts will 
end at 10am (early entry). After 10am and until 
the show ends, all carts must be escorted by 
us. Please let us know and we will escort your 

cart through the hall (Blaisdell rules).

Galleria Room Concerns
Please be careful not to damage 

the custom artwork mural on the 
Galleria walls. Do not hang or lean 

anything on them. Also, please do not chip or scratch the marbled 
tile floors. Do not drag your tables.
